Bridal Show Booking Dialogue:
 “May I speak with _____please?  Hi, _____this is Liz Schauer.  I am a Sales Director with Mary Kay Cosmetics and I wanted to give you a quick call and thank you for taking the time to visit our booth at the Bridal Fair in Madison!  Wasn’t it a great show?!?  Did you get a lot of great ideas for your wedding?” (They usually talk about some of the ideas they found)Great!  Sometimes I say something like, “I saw so many wonderful things it makes me want to get married again!”  ____I’m also calling to tell you that I selected your name from the drawing you entered to receive a complimentary bridal color consultation and gift certificate from me that you can redeem when we get together for your consultation. Congratulations!  Isn’t that great!  So ____ let me tell you about a couple options I offer for scheduling your consultation.  I will be at the Sheraton in Madison on Monday night at 5:30 so we can schedule you for that night or I can come to you at your home.  What works best for you, Monday at the Sheraton or an evening in your home?
 I set the date and time.  Then I preprofile her and ask questions about her wedding – Color of bridal gown, bridesmaids dresses, etc., does she normally wear makeup and would she consider herself a Natural Girl, Glamour Girl or somewhere in between.  
Then I tell her, “_____it’s just as easy for me to work with one person as it is to work with five or six.  And since we don’t know each other you might have more fun if you share your consultation with your bridesmaids or a few fun friends.  It doesn’t matter to me I just need to know how many people you will be sharing your appt with so that I come prepared for everyone.  In fact, I can increase your gift certificate $10 for every person you share your appt with.  
So far I booked 13 classes and 4 facials using this dialogue. Eight classes are scheduled for this week and five for the first two weeks in February.  One facial is tonight at the Sheraton for Lisa’s event and three for next Monday at the Sheraton for the fashion show.
