	Pantothenic Acid:  Vitamin B also called Niacin is super for providing your skin with a healthy glow and for moisture retention that helps preventing drying out of skin.  Especially good for sensitive skin.

	Vitamin K is good for repairing dark under eye circles and a good defense for discoloration under the eyes.  Also good for redness, spider veins, and bruises.
	
	Vit. K is used as a treatment for spider veins because it enters through the pores all the way to the damaged capillary or artery and helps blood to clot, thus stopping any seepage (which is often the cause of dark circles) and allows the tissue to heal itself.
	
	Vitamin K is found in Witch Hazel, Glycerin and Ascorbyl Palmitate.  Those are the ingredients you want to look for on the box.

	Vitamin A – Helps with fine lines and wrinkles.

	Vitamin C also enhances the synthesis of collagen, a critically important skin protein that strengthens structural support and skin resilience of the skin.
