1.) Allowances ~ I gave myself allowances at all different steps.  In the beginning I gave myself a chance to learn as I worked and a chance to gain experience and confidence in what I was doing.  Confidence comes from doing.  Some women quit before they begin – usually because they haven’t allowed themselves growth time.

2.) Failure ~ Failure is part of the prescription for success.  Embrace it, and learn from it.  Be willing to fail.  By protecting yourself from failure, you are holding yourself back from success.  Besides failure is not a person, it is an event.  Keep the lesson – throw away the experience.  Have a sense of humor about your mistakes.  I have given too much hostess credit and too little hostess credit.  I have written tickets incorrectly, tried to deposit money in the wrong bank, wore two different earrings, and missed far more goals than I have attained.  Moving forward is the important part.  Do not carry around past baggage of what you have done wrong or have not done at all.  Just do it!

3.) Commitment ~ I took this business seriously.  We are not talking about the amount of time.  We are talking about committing to some amount of time consistently.  I attended unit meetings every week.  That was a commitment I made to keep my attitude straight and to keep on track.  Consultants who go to meetings every week feel strong ties to each other.  If it has been awhile, sometimes you feel misplaced or out of it.  Again, give yourself some time to adjust.  You are always made to feel welcome.

4.) Fun ~ I had fun building my business.  I loved collecting customers and teaching classes, giving facials and bringing guests to meetings.  You are continually bringing joy into the lives of others.  If you take the fun out of what you do, you take the fun out of it for them as well.  That is not fair.  Build relationships, don’t just sell the product.

5.) Think ~ Having a successful outlook is a habit.  You have to retrain your brain into thinking positive.  Put only the good, the pure and the clean into your mind, and your mind will gravitate to those ideas.  Give yourself the time to become more positive.  It will change your entire life.

6.) Children ~ Don’t use your children as an excuse, let them be the reason.  In the beginning Mary Kay gave us the means to buy food and spend more time with the children.  I didn’t have to take them to daycare every day, and the days they did attend I could pick them up early.  Brian and I have brought two of our three babies home in Pink Cadillac’s.  We provided an atmosphere of happiness, excitement, goal setting, working for what you want, commitment and belief in oneself and one’s abilities.  Our children have seen these lessons in action and not one of these lessons is material.

7.) God ~ Only God can soften a hard heart.  Don’t carry grudges, anger or pain in your heart.  Ask forgiveness and ask God to clear your bad feelings.  He will do it.  He will govern your success and give you strength and understanding for why things happen.  Faith isn’t logical; it is the substance of things hoped for and the evidence of things not seen.

8.) Don’t Stop ~ Don’t analyze, just do it.  Learn everything you need by working.  Life is a dance, you learn as you go.
